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INTRODUCTION

a. Codicological Description.*

Ambros. A 139 sup. is a paper codex made up of
319 folios.! The manuscript was written by the
scribe Leon Padiates, who added a colophon on
f. 301v. This subscription also indicates the name
of the hieromonk who supplied the musical nota-
tion, Athanasios, and the date of completion, Oc-
tober 1341.2 There is no indication of prove-
nance, but since the scribe is the same who wrote
Vindob. theol. gr. 88 in Constantinople,® it is very
likely that the Milan Sticherarion was also written
there. This assumption seems to be confirmed by
its codicological characteristics.*

The text of the subscription is as follows:

The manuscript was written on Western paper
with watermarks. The paper is clear, though it is
now rather damaged and blackened by age, espe-
cially in the last folios (for example, see f. 301). It
is, however, somewhat thick and its surface is not
very smooth.

The present dimensions of the folios are
272x206 mm, but they were originally larger.
The trimming was especially severe on the top,
so that many quire numbers — set originally in
the upper right corner of the first recto of each
quire — are now missing. Margins are often ir-
regular in the last folios.

Laid-lines are horizontal; 20 of them take up
about 38 mm. Chain-lines are not too visible:
they seem to be at a distance of 44 mm. The
watermark is found almost exactly in the center
of the page. We can therefore conclude that the
manuscript was written on Western paper, size
regute, folded in-folio.?

The watermarks of Ambros. A 139 sup. show
that the paper was manufactured in Italy, in the
paper mills of Fabriano.®

On f. 1-280 and 297-311 we find the arbalest
(arbaléte) no. 509 (year 1339).”

On f. 281-296 and 312-319 (that is, quires
36-37 and 40) there is another watermark, the
bell (cloche), no. 470-471 (year 1342).8

Both watermarks are consistent with the date
of the subscription. Furthermore, they prove
that there are close relations between Ambros. A
139 sup. and a group of manuscripts written in
Constantinople in the first half of the fourteenth
century on Fabriano paper. To the same group
belong Vindob. theol. gr. 88, Marc. gr. 467, and
Bruxell. 18967; these manuscripts were also as-
cribed to Leon Padiates.?

The dimensions of the written surface are
200x 130 mm. The upper margin is 40 mm wide,
the bottom one 32 mm, the left one 25 mm, and
the right one 51 mm. The guiding-holes for the
dry-point ruling can be seen in the bottom mar-

gin only: they were executed according to the
first Jones system'® and were used for tracing the
vertical lines of justification. The guiding-holes
for the horizontal lines were cut as usual in the
trimming. The dry-point ruling was made in ac-
cordance with the first system of Leroy’s classifi-
cation,'! that is, the lines were traced on the in-
ner side of each bifolium. The groove is very
neat and must have been made with a sharp tool.

The ruling type is Leroy 32Clq, similar to
Lake I,52a, except for one addition, another hor-
izontal line in the upper margin.'? This line can-
not always be seen, because it was traced very
near to the margin and is now often missing, ow-
ing to the trimming of the pages. There are five
vertical lines, two on the left and three on the
right, at a distance of 12.5 mm. The guidelines
for the scribe are usually 18, at a distance of 11.5
mm. Sometimes the bottom line remains blank.
As to the horizontal marginal lines, the line at the
top runs to the margin of the page, whereas the
bottom one stops generally at the first line of jus-
tification.

Everything leads us to believe that the Ambro-
sian Sticherarion has suffered some damage at a
certain point of its history, although the text does
not show any gap. The outer bifolia of most gath-
erings must have been worn out and loosened, so
that the manuscript had to be rebound. The
gatherings were reassembled and sewn up again
in a rough manner; they were also strengthened
by strips of paper pasted on their backs.

This rebinding, of course, may have taken
place in several stages. In any case, it brought

about a new numbering of the gatherings, in ac-
cordance with the new composition of the manu-
script. So we now find three sets of quire num-
bers in Ambros. A 139 sup.

The manuscript was originally made up of 40
gatherings. They were all quaternions, although
one folio is missing in quire 37 (f. 297-303), after
f. 302: it was cut out, but since it was blank, the
text shows no gap whatever.

The original gatherings were numbered by the
scribe and the quire numbers are found in the
upper right corner of the first recto and in the
lower right corner of the last verso of each quire.
They are mostly in majuscule letters and have
short ornamental strokes both above and below
the numeral. Those on the first recto have been
cut completely on the first nine gatherings,
whereas there are faint traces of the ornamental
strokes on gatherings 10-12; the numeral is fully
visible on gatherings vy’ (f. 97) — Aa/(f. 241) and
AyY'(f. 257) — \€'(f. 273). On gathering AB'(f. 249) it
was cut out completely. The final quire numbers
are visible from f. 16v (f') to f. 280v (Ag').

The last gatherings were numbered by anoth-
er hand (see below), and they bear no traces of
Set I quire numbers. We still do not know why
they were originally left unnumbered. Certainly,
the content of the last part of the manuscript
exceeds the “normal” Sticherarion, but this
change in quire numbers occurs earlier, soon af-
ter quire 35 (f. 280v).

The cutting-loose of single folios — or groups
of folios — and the subsequent rebinding left
traces in the composition of gatherings. They are
irregular and do not coincide with the original
ones; the last folio of a gathering was often
pasted or sewn to the following one and became
therefore the first folio of a new gathering. Nev-
ertheless, the order of the texts and the regular
alternation of ridges and grooves of the ruling
system let us recognize that the original sequence
of folios was restored without mistakes or lacu-
nae. The gatherings were then renumbered with
a second set of quire numbers.

Set II is found in the lower right corner of the
first recto and has two strokes above the numer-
al, one horizontal and the other oblique, on the
right. The rebinding of the Sticherarion justifies
the irregularity of the numbering of Set II, as it

follows the present subdivision of the manuscript
into groups of folios or quires, which now form
fictive gatherings. These groups are as follows: f.
1-8, 9-15, 16-23, 24-32, 33-40, 41-48, 49-56,
57-65, 66-78, 79-89, 90-104, 105-113, 114-119,
120-129, 130-135, 136-151, 152-160, 161-168, 169-
176, 177-185, 186-191, 192-201, 202-207, 208-
217, 218-233, 234-248. The last groups of folios
coincide with the original gatherings: f. 249-256,
257-264, 265-272, 273-280, 281-288, 289-296,
297-303, 304-311, 312-319.

Set II begins with ¥’ on f. 16. This folio origi-
nally was the last folio of gathering 2; it was evi-
dently cut loose and later pasted in again. Then
we find 8 on f. 24,¢' on f. 33, ¢’ on f. 41, T on f.
49,m' on £. 57,9 on £. 66, ' on {. 79, &’ on £. 90,
f’ on f. 105, vy’ on f. 114, 18’ on f. 120, &’ on f.
130, u5’ on f. 136, L’ on f. 152, 1 on £. 161.

Then there is a gap in the numbering. We no-
tice the numeral %' repeated three times on f.
177, but it seems to belong to Set IT1. The next
quire number of Set IT was %', on f. 186, but it was
corrected by a later hand into xa': indeed, a is
paler and slightly different from the usual form;
moreover, the ornamental strokes are both above
the kappa. The same thing happened on f. 192,
where Set II had probably xa', later corrected
into %f': beta is much larger and has a form which
is peculiar for Set III (see below).

Then the scribe abandoned the quire numbers
on the first recto and wrote numerals on the left
verso, in the lower right corner. The hand is evi-
dently the same as before, but there is a certain
confusion and irregularity. Indeed, we find quire
numbers of Set IT on f. 191v (#8'), 207v (x¢'), 217v
(»T)), and 233v (x1)'). The quire number %¢' on f.
201v belongs to Set I, but it was left in place be-
cause it corresponded with the numbering of Set
II.

From f. 234 onwards, the scribe who wrote Set
IT only corrected quire numbers, because the
gatherings corresponded to the original quires
except for the numbering. On f. 248v he can-
celled Ao’ and wrote %1, and so on for gatherings
AB'- Ae'; they therefore became quires A'-Ay’. The
last gatherings were unnumbered, as we have
said; Set II therefore added quire numbers Ad’
on f. 288v, Ae’ on f. 296v, A¢’ on f. 303v, and AT’
on f. 311v. The last gathering was left unnum-
bered.



There is also a third set of quire numbers, al-
though it is full of gaps. It has large letters, with
one long horizontal stroke above the numeral,
and we can find it on the first recto of some gath-
erings only, in the lower right corner or in the
middle of the bottom margin of the first recto.
The first quire number is B’ (f. 9); another quire
number can be seen on f. 117 (vy’, written twice).
Then perhaps the scribe wrote %' on f. 177, cor-
rected % into ®o' on f. 186 and certainly altered
»a’ into #f’ on f. 192: the form of beta is peculiar
and identical with the numeral on f. 9. Then we
find »y’ on f. 202, %&' on f. 208, &' on f. 218
(twice), xg' on f. 234, xT' on f. 249, and %1’ on f.
257. We can barely see a faint trace of the quire
number on f. 265, while a lambda is clearly visible
on f. 273. Then the numbering stops.

Set 1T too refers to the manuscript gatherings
as they were after the rebinding: quire numbers
are found on the first recto of each group of
folios or quires. It corresponds therefore to Set
IT, but it follows the same numbering only up to
f. 114, where both Set IT and IIT have the quire
number vy’. Then the two sets diverge.

The relative chronology of Sets IT and III is
not at all clear. We might think that Set III is
earlier than Set II, because the numerals of Set
IIT were often cut, whereas Set III was almost
never cut in the trimming. But the corrections on
f. 186 and especially on f. 192 prove that Set III
came later, because it changed the quire number
of Set II. Nevertheless this set of quire numbers
was very near to the margin of the page and so it
was often cut.

The ink of the text was originally very dark, al-
most black; now it is rather faded and it seems to
be a deep grey-brown. Neumes were added by
the hieromonk Athanasios with a broad neume
pen and black ink, whereas modal signatures
were also written with a broad pen, but in a pale
carmine red. Titles, initials and marginal refer-
ences are written in a very pale carmine ink.
The decoration of the manuscript is sober but
rather elegant, in carmine ink. On f. 1 there is a
band with interwoven ribbons and stylized floral
motives; they are painted with the wellknown
technique called reserve.'® The background is col-

The same ink is used for the headings, the
names of the authors of the hymns, the modal
indications and the medial signatures. The ini-
tials are also painted in pale carmine red, but on
some folios they strike the observer because they
are written with a different ink, very bright, al-
most crimson, although the style of the decora-
tion is the same. Those initials are on f. 193v-200
and 209v-216 (except the first fau on . 199v). We
cannot exclude that they were painted again be-
cause they were faded, but we can see no trace of
the ink below. It is more probable that the rubri-
cator simply forgot to paint these pages, all the
more that we observe some other similar slips in
this manuscript; for example, on f. 28v the last
initial p7 is missing. Probably another rubricator
supplied the missing initials shortly afterwards in
the same style; or it could be the same rubricator,
but with another ink, perhaps because the origi-
nal one was not available.

The red ink is also brighter in the titles and
initials on f. 302r — which was, however, written
by another hand — and especially on f. 304r,
309r-v, 315v-317r and 319r-v. We can also notice
that an initial beta on f. 174v was painted with a
slightly different ink. In any case, there are two
types of initial letters: they may be small and sim-
ple (for example, on f. 10v, 19, 39v) or larger and
embellished with bands and floral motives (see
epsilon on f. 1).

We have no information about the history of the
manuscript or its past whereabouts. There is only
a possessor’s note on the last page (f. 319v),"* but
it gives us no clue: Tottw T® PLPAvO[V] éotu[v]
T0t Mavou(h.

b. Palaeographical Characteristics.

The script of the Milan Sticherarion is small,
round and regular, rather traditional or even ar-
chaizing. It falls within the usual minuscule of

liturgical manuscripts in the thirteenth and four-
teenth centuries.'® It shows also the typical char-
acteristics of the script used for manuscripts with
musical notation: the letters are well-spaced,
rather flattened, with short strokes.'¢

However, a slight cursive influence can be
noted, especially in some ligatures with epsilon.
The script is slightly pendent to the right. This is
more evident in some letters, such as minuscule
delta, which has an almost vertical stroke; majus-
cule lambda, which has a long left stroke while the
right one is short and almost vertical; chi, with a
similar typology; phi, and finally psi.

Minuscule gamma has the first stroke short and
almost vertical; the second one is prolonged to
the right.

The letters are generally small; we can notice
only great majuscule epsilon, which forms the so-
called “low pseudo-ligatures”,’”” and, less fre-
quently, minuscule theta. Theta can have also a
small and narrow form, whereas it is generally
open and cursive when in ligature with other let-
ters.

Zeta and xi are rather angular; phi can be mi-

nuscule or majuscule; omega is usually small and
open.

Major headings are in epigraphic majuscule;
the other headings are in majuscule script.

Breathings and accents are missing in the text
supplied with musical notation; however, they
are regularly present in the headings, rubrics,
verses and names of authors of the hymns.

There are a few compendia in the texts pro-
vided with musical notation, especially at the end
of the line. Abbreviations by suspension can be
found only in the marginal notes and rubrics. All
the compendia have the usual byzantine form;'®
they are all very usual, such as -ag, -ev, -tv and
V.

Superpositions are very rare and occur mostly
at the end of the line, for endings like -at, - and
so on.

The orthography is generally rather correct,
with few errors due to iotacism and homophony.
The scribe often writes o for w, seldom au for e.
As for the writing of the consonants, geminated
consonants may be reduced.

The whole manuscript was written by one and
the same hand, but for an addition on f. 302r,
which was originally left blank.'?

From the colophon on f. 301v we know that two
scribes, Leon and Athanasios, collaborated in
writing the manuscript, but it is not apparent
which of them worked first — whether the musi-
cal notation was written above the lines of text, or
these were applied to the neumes of the musical
notation.

Now, in old manuscripts the text was generally
written before the neumes, whereas in later ones
the neumes were written first, to be provided af-
terwards with the text; thereby confusion or
crowding of the neumes was avoided. When sev-
eral scribes collaborated in writing a musical
manuscript, each of them would busy himself

with text, initials, neumes, and rubrics, respec-
tively.2°

On the strength of these general tendencies we
would expect, then, that Ambros. A 139 sup. — a
fourteenth-century manuscript — would follow
the more recent order of confection. Indeed, the
syllables of text are here so evenly and regularly
placed that the neumes are almost never
crowded on the line, and one might think that
they were written first. There are, however, some
clues that lead us to believe otherwise.

Thus, in the lower half of f. 306r we can see the
text only, without neumes, although there is a
modal signature. Indeed, it is apparent that the
scribe wrote the text regularly, while the neuma-
tor left it blank for reasons unknown. It was per-
haps a mistake or, more probably, his model was
not at hand or it was damaged at this point.

There is another similar case on f. 307v: we
find here one line of text without neumes, then
three lines left blank in the lower half of the
page.

These may be mere slips, but there are other
significant clues. On f. 244 we can see that the
last part of line 11 has no neumes, just like the
first part of line 13 on f. 283v: here the scribe
repeated the vowel &, whereas the neumator
completed the notation for the melisma within
the end of line 12 and therefore left blank the
beginning of the following line. We can infer that
the scribe miscalculated the length of the me-
lisma or that his model repeated the vowels too
much.

On the contrary, on f. 300r and 301r the neu-
mator was forced to extend the notation beyond
the length of the line of text, since it was too
short.

We have furthermore considered the codicolog-
ical side of the problem. We scrutinized the strat-
ification of the layers of ink on the page and we
noticed that the dark ink of the neumes — written
with a broad pen - is often superimposed on the
ink of the carmine initials, whereas the small
medial signatures — squeezed in where no space

is allotted for them — show no superimposition.
This phenomenon is noticeable throughout the
manuscript, such as on f. 55v, 195v and so on,
and it is all the more evident because we can see
that there is no such superimpositions on f.
193v-200 and 209v-216. The initials are here
written with a brighter ink, and this ink covers
the dark ink of the neumes completely; this con-
firms that the initials were painted later on those
folios, only. The inference is that elsewhere the
neumes were written not only after the text, but
also after the painting of the initials. We there-
fore conclude that the text — with the carmine
initials — was written before the musical notation.
It is also apparent that both scribes were very
skilful and transcribed their model closely and
carefully.

¢. The Musical Notation.

The hieromonk Athanasios, who according to
the colophon (f. 301v) was responsible for the
musical part of the product, wrote a clear and
even neume hand which makes the manuscript a
fine specimen of fourteenth century Round No-
tation. Basically, Athanasios follows the pattern
established in the second part of the twelfth cen-
tury, but a detailed comparison discloses some
differences from the Round Notation of the pre-
vious period. If we compare with the musical no-
tation used some 120 years earlier by Johannes
Dalassenos,?! we notice a development or change
in the writing of several neumes:

In Dalassenos’s Sticherarion (“D”) the thin
horizontal stroke of the Hypsele crosses the
oblique stem ( # ), in Ambros. A 139 sup. (“A”)*?
the thin stroke has wandered to the foot of the
stem (£ ). The development of the Hypsele,
from ¢ through + and £ to £ ,has notyet
been thoroughly studied; it may very well turn
out to be a useful tool for establishing the chro-
nology of undated musical manuscripts.??

Another conspicuous difference between the
writing of neumes in D and A is the Petasthe; but
here it is a difference of “feeling” rather than of
construction: In D the Petasthe has developed
from the oldest shape .~ into . ;in A the curv-
ing of the right end of the sign has become more
marked (.> ). Obviously, one can think of a num-
ber of intermediary writings with no fixed de-
marcations between them; but the general tend-
ency seems to be quite clear, and also in this re-
spect the notation of A has thus reached a stage
clearly later than that of D.

Changes in some habits of neumation can be
observed as well. Thus, Dalassenos would nor-
mally express “an ascending third with Kratema”
by means of a Kratema with superimposed Ken-
tema (+~), whereas Athanasios uses the more
modern way, adding a supporting Oligon to the
Kentema (7). Another noteworthy difference
between these two manuscripts is their treatment
of the Xeron-Klasma group EFFE, bcch, etc.,
where Dalassenos tends to use Dyo Kentemata,
while Athanasios is more inclined to express the
same movement with an Oligon ( %<, in D,
but >35> in A). At present, however, we do not
know whether these and similar cases represent
changing habits, or whether they reflect the pre-
dilections of different centres, thus having to do
with topographical rather than with chronolog-
ical aspects of the written tradition of Byzantine
chant.

One of the conspicuous features of Athana-
sios’s product is his care for uniformity and con-
sistency in the neumatic text, the rendering of
the melodic flow.?* Whenever one checks his way
of writing a musical formula or turn, he appar-
ently sticks to one and the same way of writing it

for instance of the Kratema (from »~ through
7 or 7 to +).

throughout the entire book; there is no uncer-
tainty as to whether a given element shall be giv-
en one shape or another — he seems to have been
very meticulous in such matters, and able to re-
tain his ideal of uniformity.

A curious reflection of his meticulousness is to be
seen in a few red variants where there is almost
no difference between the black and the red
neumes: On 117r, line 5 from bottom, ared = is
written on top of the black .~ (cf. - in black on
135v,2). On 551,9 117v,12 1451,7 and 179r,6 we
find red >~ on top of black 7 (cf 182r, line 6
from bottom .-~ in black). Strictly speaking,
however, we cannot exclude that such cases have
some implications, as yet unknown. It has been
suggested elsewhere®® that there may be a differ-
ence between » and /- .In Ambros. A 139 sup.
— and in Sinai 1230, its closest relative — an in-
spection of the September Stichera in the Deute-
ros modes?® reveals a systematic use of ¥ for b¢
(but = and % etc. on bc, whenever other neu-
matic signs are added, whether in black or red);
for all other pitches (ab, EF, FG, de, etc.) #- is
used.

Needless to point out that this description rests
on impressions, not on a thorough study of every
musical line in the entire manuscript. The gen-
eral picture, however, is so clear that one field of
apparent inconsistency gets its full impact: Most
of the Great Hypostases or Subsidiaries (includ-
ing the Klasma and the Gorgon) can be written
in either ink colour, red or black. The phenom-
enon can be observed in other manuscripts as
well; until now, it has not been convincingly ex-
plained.

Concerning the use and shapes of the many
Great Hypostases, there is no reason to draw a
complete list of the numerous signs which are
used. We have observed twenty different Hypo-
stases; their total number may be a little larger.
Some of the shapes which we find in older

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manuscripts (such as D, the codex Dalasseni) have
been replaced by others. Most conspicuous of
these is the Tromikon, where the G of D corre-
sponds to the ~ J of A.

Of the Hypostases known from the contempo-
rary ITgomaudetor (ITomwaduxal) several are mis-
sing, especially the Synagma and all the combina-
tions in which this sign occurs.

Among details which may be characteristic pe-
culiarities of the manuscript — or of the tradition
to which it belongs — one might point out that
red Bareiai are sometimes written on top of
neume-groups where this sign normally does not
belong.?’

As already mentioned, Athanasios copied his
neumes above Leon’s lines of text, thus following
the “old” order of confection.?® Normally the
text was well laid out and provided with vowel
repetitions in a way that enabled Athanasios to
write 2 harmonious and even line of musical
signs. This seems to indicate that both text and
music were copied from the same exemplar, and
that both scribes were competent copyists. But
even so, there are cases where miscalculations of
Leon’s caused the neumator some difficulties. At
times, too little room has been allotted for the
musical notation.? More rarely, Leon overesti-
mated what was needed for the musical line; the
examples encountered are not very serious,*
apart from a couple of really gross miscalcula-
tions.>! As might be expected, the most difficult
situations arose in connection with the handling
of syllables that were to carry many neumes, but
even in such cases Athanasios elegantly used the
potentials of Byzantine musical notation for
drawing out the neumatic signs or for reducing
their size, depending on the circumstances.??

With a text so well written as Leon’s product, our
neumator seldom had to resort to the third main
device that might be found in a musical manu-
script produced in the “old” order of confection
(that is, with text written before music): the pil-
ing up of neumes.**

d. The Contents.

A. The Menaia: CALENDAR. The calendar is that
of the Standard Abridged Version as defined by
Oliver Strunk®* — with one additional feast (Eu-
docimus, July 31). The inclusion of this feast is a
detail that may be taken to support a Constanti-
nopolitan origin of the manuscript; for St. Eu-
docimus was buried in Constantinople and ap-
parently had a church in the Hexakionion quar-
tei

in the same order as in D, for 25 feasts the Stich-
era are differently arranged in the two manu-
scripts. Instability of order is frequent in the
Sticherarion tradition, not only in the Menaia but
also in the Triodion and the Pentekostarion.

B. The Triodion and the Pentekostarion:
REPERTORY OF STICHERA. The 49 Stichera
Prosomoia for Lent, which in most manuscripts
are a separate item in the Oktoechos, are in-
serted at their proper places in the Lenten feast-
days, beginning from fol. 184r.

Like the codex Dalasseni, Ambros. A 139 sup. has
no provisions for Easter Day. This is a feature
shared by most Sticheraria.*®

The disagreements between A and D are very
few :

A 176r (Sunday of the Prodigal Son) omits Thv
ol dodtov dpwviv (B), found in D 187r.

A 181v Aebte dmavteg mLotol Tdg TV 6olwv
matéowv Yoeelag tuviiowpey (mA d, Friday in the
week before Cheese Sunday) is not found in D.*!

A has two Good Friday Stichera that are not
found in D: 235v "Ev 1@ delnvy oov xoLoté (B)
and 243r Zfjuegov 6 deombng ot x0oLog (A B).

The manuscript thus does not contain the Ana-
stasima for Sunday Lauds (not in D), nor the
three Anatolika for Sunday Vespers (D Nos.9-
11).*® On 298r, after the cyclic part, follow the
Eleven Eothina (woinpa xveod Afoviog TOU
evoefotc Baohéws tot codwtdtov) and the col-
ophon (301v, cf. above, p. 1).

D. Appendix:

The next folios (302-303)** were left blank,* but
from 304r onwards the two scribes were at work
again. They now copied a kind of appendix to
the Sticherarion that they had subscribed on
301v. In all likelihood the contents of fols.
304r-319v were not copied from the exemplar
that they used until now; otherwise the colophon
would certainly not have been placed at the end
of the Oktoechos. The “Appendix” consists of
the following items:

e. Ambrosianus A 139 sup. and Koukouzeles:

As pointed out by Oliver Strunk,*® Ambros. A 139
sup. shares its melodic tradition for the Anasta-
sima at Saturday Vespers* with a few other
Sticheraria of the 14th and 15th centuries.
Strunk observed that there seemed to be “a sig-
nificant relation of some kind between the tradi-
tions for the Anastasima represented by the “Co-
dex Peribleptus” and Ambrosiana gr. 44 [= A
139 sup.] on the one hand and the tradition for
the Heirmologion represented by Saba 599 on
the other”.?® Probably, this tradition represents a
Koukouzelian revision of the Heirmologion — cf.
the colophons in St. Petersburg 121 (from 1302)
and Sinai 1256 (from 1309).>' Another of
Strunk’s essays®* demonstrated that the same
group of late Sticheraria (Ambros. A 139 sup., Si-
nai 1220, 1228, 1230) and “the Heirmologion of
Koukouzeles” were similarly connected in the or-
dinary Dogmatikon for Saturday evening in the
first authentic mode (Thv moyxéopuLov dG6Eav).
Although Strunk apparently never said so expres-

make a facsimile edition of the Milan Stichera-
rion must have been enhanced by the “Koukou-
zelian” character of its “marginal” repertory of
Anastasima and Dogmatika.

Did Koukouzeles ever establish a version of the
complete Sticherarion? It is not unreasonable to
think so; a Koukouzeles who revised the Heir-
mologion and initiated a collection of the Ordi-
nary Chants — the Akolouthiai — may as well have
had his ideas about how to normalize the tradi-

tion of the Sticherarion. At present, however, we
do not know for sure whether Koukouzeles pro-
duced his own version of the Sticherarion, nor
have we any means to define in what respect the
entire Ambros. A 139 sup. might represent or re-
flect a Koukouzelian Sticherarion. If Koukou-
zeles ever revised the central parts of the Stich-
erarion, chances are that his interventions in the
melodies of the central and stable repertory were
far less conspicuous than in the marginal reper-
tory on which Strunk focussed.
